Writing
	
All students will increase by 10 or more words in correct word sequences and 12 or more words in total words written.  
	
Only 73% of our 4th grade students were proficient on the writing MEAP, as compared to our goal of 100%.  

There is a positive correlation between total words written in the correct sequence and writing proficiency.
	
1. Monitor fidelity of John Collins Writing framework across all content areas.
2. Pre and post testing will be implemented.
3. Common scoring of writing assessments will be implemented.

	
1. Internal writing assessments will be analyzed by staff in the area of writing fluency and focused correction areas.
2. MEAP data in Grade 4 will be analyzed.
3. Curriculum based measurements will be taken in September, Mid-Year, and May for the 2010-2011 school year.   


	
Reading
	
100% of Amberly students will meet MEAP Reading Proficiency Levels and will be reading at or above grade level as measured by District Benchmarks, DIBELS and STAR assessments. 

The percentage economically disadvantaged students scoring at Level 1 on the MEAP reading assessment will increase from 31% to 45% (3 year average) by Fall 2011. 

	
In 2009, overall 95% of our students were proficient on the 3rd, 4th, and 5th grade MEAP, as compared to our goal of 100%. 

Only 36% of economically disadvantaged students scored at level 1, as compared to 71% of non-economically disadvantaged students. 
	
1. All teachers will implement research-based interventions to targeted students. 
2. Teachers will progress monitor developing readers.

Mathematics
	
The percentage of students in grades K-5 meeting District- mathematics benchmark mastery will increase by 5% by Fall 2011. 
	
In 2009, overall 94% of our students were proficient on the math MEAP, as compared to our goal of 100%.

Only 24% of economically disadvantaged students scored at level 1, as compared to 76% of non-economically disadvantaged students.
	
1. Students identified with the greatest need will be given multiple interventions to accelerate skill building and close the gap.
2. Instructional strategies will be used to move all students to the highest level of learning.
