Writing
	
All students will increase their sequential writing skills by 10 or more words in correct word sequences and 12 or more words in total words written.  Curriculum based measurements will be taken in September, Mid-Year, and May for the 2010-2011 school year.   
	
Students’ writing is showing yearly increases in writing fluency.  We find this a direct correlation to reading fluency and automaticity.  
	
1. Teachers will be trained in the John Collins Writing framework across all content areas.
2. CBM measuresments will be taken in grades 1 – 5 three times per year.  
3. Scoring will include increases in correct words sequences, total words written, and use and editing of grade level focused correction areas.  
	
1. Internal writing assessments will be analyzed by staff in the area of writing fluency and focused correction areas.
2. MEAP data in Grade 4.

	
Reading
	
The percentage of students scoring at Level 1 on the MEAP reading assessment will increase to 80% of students. 
Kindergarten through 5th grade students will increase to benchmark range on Dibels and STAR assessments. 
	
In 2009, 77% of Grade 3 students scored Level 1, 54% of Grade 4 students scored Level 1, and 74% of Grade 5 students scored at Level 1.  Goal for all grade levels is 80% scoring at Level 1. 
	
1. All teachers will focus on the integration of reading strategies, specifically pre-reading and vocabulary development
2. Teachers will progress monitor developing readers.

Mathematics
	
The percentage of students scoring at Level 1 on the MEAP mathematics assessment will increase to 80% of all students. 
	
In 2009, Grade 3 students scored 76% at Level 1, Grade 4 students scored 71% at Level 1 and Grade 5 students scored 72% at Level 1. Goal for all students is 80% reaching Level 1.    
	
1. Students will receive additional time for instruction during the school day.
2. Math interventions will be researched and implemented to allow students to receive additional time and repeated instruction in mathematics.
