READING – All students in grades Kindergarten through Fifth Grade will increase in phonemic awareness/reading rate. 
WRITING – All students in grades First through Fifth Grades will increase their sequential writing skills using writing prompts.  Writing measures will be taken three times throughout the school year to collect data on student sequential thinking, comprehension, and writing fluency. 
SCHOOL WIDE POSITIVE BEHAVIOR SUPPORT – All students will know and be expected to use CREW behavior expectations in all areas of Angling Road School. Using SWIS data collection, student behavior data will be tracked with reading achievement data to show how positive behavior supports affect student achievement. 
Angling Road staff is committed to improving student achievement in reading and writing.  Student data ensures that interventions are targeted for student improvement.  Enrichment is all curricula are available according to student data and benchmark achievement.
