Severe Weather & Closing School During The Day
When severe weather causes school to be closed during the school day, please

remember the following procedures:

o Radio stations are notified first in order to alert parents that school closing is imminent. They also
carry news in the evening concerning the following school day.

e If you have access to a computer, school closing information is posted on the Portage Public Schools
website at http://www.portageps.org. Television stations are another good source of information as
they normally scroll school closing information at the bottom of the television screen.

e When school is dismissed early, secondary students are dismissed first so they are home when younger
siblings arrive. Elementary student buses do not arrive at school for a minimum of 1 to 2 hours after
the initial school closing has been announced.

e  Students who walk to school may be dismissed before the buses arrive in order to allow them to arrive
home prior to conditions worsening.

e Please DO NOT CALL THE SCHOOL! We are unable to deliver last minute messages at these
times of emergency dismissals. PLEASE INSURE YOUR EARLY DISMISSAL /EMERGENCY
DISMISSAL FORM IS UP-TO DATE.

e Please be certain that you review with your child where s/he is to go in case school closes on days
when there is a possibility of severe weather.

2010-2011 KINDERGARTEN REGISTRATION:

Children who will be five years old on or before December 1, 2010 are eligible for
kindergarten during the 2010-2011 school year. We would appreciate your
assistance in estimating the number of kindergarten students who will attend
Angling Road next school year. If you have a child who will be eligible to enroll in
kindergarten during the 2010-2011 school year, please contact our school office
at 323-6000 to register him/her. Current Young Fives students do not need
to register. If you have a neighbor who has a child who will be five years old
prior to December 1, 2010, please encourage them to contact our office. Pre-
Kindergarten Parent Informational Meeting will be Wednesday, March 3, 2010,
6:00 p.m. in the cafeteria. We will give parents further information about
Kindergarten Screening including necessary paperwork for school registration as
well as schedule times/dates for your child’s kindergarten testing. Kindergarten
Screening will be held at Angling Road School, March 16 & March 18, 2010.
