ANDY BOERSMA CLASS OF 1991, is one the best high school divers to ever come out of Michigan,

Andy has the distinction of being Portage Central’s only two-time High School National
Champion. Having only started to dive in middle school, Andy emerged as one of the areas top
divers during his freshman year. Through his hard work and dedication, Andy won the State
Championship his junior year. After being named National Champion by the National Swim
Coaches Association, Andy followed that up during his senior year, by setting 7 pool records, 3
varsity (one swimming relay), 1 conference, 2 G-K records, and quite possibly holds the
unofficial national record for 11 dives.

ERIC BOERSMA CLASS OF 1992, An outstanding two sport athlete in wrestling

and football. In wrestling, he holds the school record for best single season record (46-0) in
1992. As awrestler, he earned All- State honors twice. He was the State runner up as a junior
and State Champion as a senior. As a senior, he was named to the State of Michigan Dream
Team. In football, Eric was All-conference as a junior and senior and an All-State selection his
senior year. He was a team captain in both Wrestling and Football. As a senior, he capped off
his High School career by winning the Fletcher Award as the top male athlete. After high school
he went on to Western Michigan University and earned four football letters. He won the John F.
Gill Award in 1996.

JAMES R. KILCOYNE JR, CLASS OF 1999 An outstanding high school athlete with an impressive list

of accomplishments. Jim was an All- State wrestler all four years. He was a conference champion
four times and finished in the top eight at the state championships all four years. He was the District
Champion three times and the Regional Champion twice. Jim was the team captain as a senior and
team MVP as a junior and senior. Currently holds the record for most career wins (170). Jim was an
All-Conference football player as junior and senior. He was also the PC Defensive player of the year
twice. In track, Jim was the Big 8 Discus Champion his junior year. Jim wrestled for two years at
Central Michigan University and played two years of football at Western Michigan University.

TODD LANGERVELD CLASS OF 1979 Regarded as an exceptional three-sport athlete, Todd Langerveld

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excelled in football, basketball and baseball while at Portage Central. As a junior Todd was an
All- Conference football and basketball player and helped lead PC to the class A State
Championship game in football. In basketball, Todd help lead the Mustangs to their first
conference championship in 29 years, and currently stands 7t all time in career rebounding for
the Mustangs. In his final year of football for the Mustangs, Todd was All-Conference, All-State
and an All-American free safety. Todd was an All-City baseball player as a senior as well as team
MVP. He continued his football career at Michigan State University where he lettered 3 years as
a strong safety. Todd was also an excellent academic scholar at MSU, earning All-Big 10
Academic Team honors in 1980.




BILL MEYER CLASS OF 1959 Meyer is considered one of Portage Township High’s top student athletes
during the 1950’s. Son of Portage Hall of Famer Bernie Meyer, Bill received All-Conference, All-
Area, and All-State honors in both football and basketball during his senior year. Bill led the
football team in receiving and set a number of school records in both football and basketball. In
baseball, Bill helped the Mustangs to a 4-2 win over Kalamazoo Central in their first ever
meeting in 1959 in front of 1400+ fans under the lights at Riverview Park. Mustang Baseball

Coach Jim Hart, was quoted that “Bill Meyer was one of the best players I ever coached during
the 50’s”

THOMAS MUNLEY CLASS OF 1992 is one of most decorated swimmers to come out of Portage Central.

Known for his hard work ethic in the pool and the classroom, Thomas was a 10 time conference
champion, earned 7 All-State and 2 All-American honors, and was ranked 11" in country in the
200 freestyle at the end of his senior year. More importantly, Thomas was team leader who
helped the Mustangs to 2 conference championships his junior and senior years. At Michigan
State, he continued his success in the pool, where he lettered all 4 years, and earned NCAA All-
American honors his senior year.

GEOFFREY CHENNAULT WALKER CLASS OF 1992, While at Portage Central Geoff helped both the

Mustang basketball and soccer teams experience a very high level of success not seen in quite
some time; including a #3 state ranking for basketball in 1992 and a final four berth in soccer
in 1991. He was All-State in his junior and senior years in both basketball and soccer. Geoff
earned 1st Team All-State honors in basketball in 1992 and was elected to the State of
Michigan Dream Team for soccer in 1991. He still holds the career rebounding record for PC
with 498 and is 2nd all time in scoring with 973 points. Geoff continued to excel in basketball
at Sienna College earning team MVP honors in 1995, 96 and 97 and is among the top 15 in
school history in 19 categories.

WILLIAM “BILL” E. WALKER, JR, CLASS OF 1989, An exceptional two-sport athlete at Portage

Central in both soccer and basketball where he earned All-State honors in both. As a senior in
basketball, Bill was a McDonald’s All-American Nominee and the team MVP. While a senior
on the Mustang soccer team, Bill earned first team All-State honors. He accepted a 4-year
basketball scholarship to Holy Cross where he was a 3-year starter, first team All- League in
1993 and helped to lead the team to an NCAA tournament berth.
