Bring your ID and area pass weekly.. (Replacement charge is $14.00)

If you bring your skis in the morning, please note that ski equipment is not allowed on school
buses. Store your equipment in the storage area. '

If you go home after school, return to WMS by 4:00 and wait in the main lobby.

Those members staying after school must report to your assigned room by 3:00 p.m. with
something to study or read. Snacks are encouraged.

Schoolbooks, backpacks, etc. will be stored in the cafeteria while at Timber Ridge.

No ski boots are to be worn in the hallways at WMS.

Ride your assigned bus.

Two people fo a seat and no changing seats.

Portage Public Schools eligibility rules apply to skiers.

Appropriate bus behavior is required in order to continue: riding the bus.

Tickets and rentals will be offered at lunch time when available. Checks only are to be
written for the exact amount to Timber Ridge Ski Resort.

No throwing things from the chair lifts.

No swinging in the chairs.

Uphill skier is responsible for being in control.

Page chaperone only in case of an emergéncy.

Be on the bus by 8:00 p.m. If not, yon may lose your privilege to ride the next week.

You must bring a note from your parent if you are not riding the bus home. If your parent
picks you up at Timber Ridge, notify a chaperone personally so they can record it.

Parents need to pick you up at 8:30 p.m. Do not plan to call. If you are late being picked up,
bus privileges will be lost for the next week.

Rules broken will result in no skiing with the Ski Club.

Studies are your responsibility. No excuses or absences should be because of Ski Club.
